How Do Checks and Balances Limit Government?

Most of the framers of the Constitution believed they had created a government limited to the powers described
in the document, but they knew it left room for expansion. For example, the "elastic" or "necessary and proper"
clause in Article | allows Congress to make other laws considered necessary for the welfare of the nation. This
broad statement has allowed actions not directly named in the Constitution, such as creating an air force branch
of the military. In addition, while "rule by the people" is a valued principle, it would be possible for a majority of
voters to pass laws that deny rights to those who do not agree with them.
